Simple tips to a happy home..... 

If your smoke alarm beeps 

regularly, it needs a new 

battery, so for your safety 

please tell us as soon as 

possible. 

Best homemade BBQ burgers 

Ingredients  
 75g finely diced white onion  

 20g chopped fresh coriander  

 500g minced beef  

 7ml Dijon mustard  

 7ml horseradish sauce  

 Salt and cracked black pepper 

 

1. Start by finely dice you onion into small 

cubes to give maximum flavour, finely chop 

the fresh coriander.  

2. Place the mince into a large mixing bowl 

and add the onions, coriander, mustard and 

horseradish sauce to this and stir until all of 

the ingredients have combined.  
3. The final and most crucial stage is the 

seasoning; salt and pepper are added and then 

combined.  

4. Shape into 4 round patties and press down 

The burgers can be cooked straight away but 

can benefit from 20 minutes in the fridge as 

this firms them up slightly.  

To barbecue 
Preheat your barbecue in the usual way, cook 

turning once, bearing in mind you may have to 

adjust the cooking time slightly depending on how 

hot your barbecue is or how near the heat source the 

food is placed. 

Have your refuse collection 

days visible so you don’t 

forget.
